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ii. You must possess at least the same level of
academic skills as students who meet the
requirements detailed in (i).
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You must have attained a minimum level of N5
(The ability to wunderstand some basic

Japanese) or above on the Japanese Language
Proficiency Test (JLPT), which is offered by
the Japan Foundation and Japan Educational
Exchanges and Services.
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A student may take the entrance exam for
Ryugakusei Bekka Program in Japan or
overseas.

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The Advantages for Students who are Enrolled in
Ryugakusei Bekka Program at Kurume University
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1) HEREEHIE Recommendation System
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When a Ryugakusei Bekka student attains high
grades and wants to enroll on an
undergraduate or graduate program at Kurume
University, s/he can get a recommendation from
the supervising teacher and will be eligible to sit
the entrance examination. However, in this case,

the student may not apply to sit an entrance
examination at any other universities.
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Students who complete Ryugakusei Bekka
Program and enter an undergraduate or
graduate program are not obliged to pay the
entrance fee of 100,000 yen (for
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TR - RPMhi SHTEET, #F LB high grades, s/he can sit the entrance
